COMPUTING
In computing this half term, we will be looking at e-safety and teaching the children how to stay safe online. We will also be learning touch-typing! 
After half term we will be exploring Coding and learning about Ada Lovelace and Grace Hopper. 
PE 

In PE this half term the children will be participating in a number of games and refining their skills. The will begin by developing their throwing and catching skills and then progress to playing short team games, learning key strategies whether attacking or defending.
Please note: All year 3 children are scheduled to begin swimming lessons this year. However, we are currently awaiting further guidance from the leisure centre before we put starting dates in place. 
Due to new measures, the children will be taken outdoors for PE regularly. However, during week commencing 29.9.20 ALL Year 3 & 4 children will have access to the sports hall, therefore PE will be taught extensively during this week. 
Music
During our music lessons in the first half term, we will be learning to use our bodies to create music. We will learn to keep a steady beat and explore a range of rhythmic patterns. We will look closely at the works of Anna Meredith and explore her signature piece –Connect It! We will also look at hit musical ‘STOMP’ and how rhythmic patterns have been used to create music. We will then begin to explore our own rhythmic patterns and create our own body percussion compositions to perform. 
In the second half term, we will be setting accompaniments to familiar songs and exploring melodies. 
art/Design Technology 

Our art and design lessons will be linked to our topics of ‘Healthy Humans’ and ‘Stone Age to Iron Age’. We will be using a variety of mediums to create different images and art work. We can’t wait to get creative! 
HOMEWORK

Children will be provided with a homework grid containing a variety of tasks to complete.  Children are expected to complete 10 tasks by the end of the term (approximately one per week).  Homework books are to be handed in on a Wednesday and will be handed back out by Friday. We are very excited to see the pieces of work that the children will produce!

Our first term has begun and the children are enjoying their new topic – Healthy Humans. We have planned lots of events and activities to look forward to!
History and Geography
The first half term will have a focus on Geography. We will be learning about neighbouring European countries. We will explore the capital cities and the weather. We will then look at comparing and naming the human a physical features.
Next half term our focus will be on history. The children will learn all about prehistoric Britain and look at the Stone Age to Iron Age. 
Science
This half term in science we are looking at what a nutritiously balanced diet looks like and the positive impact exercise and a healthy diet can have on our minds and bodies. We will then look at how nutrients, water and oxygen are transported within humans and learn about the skeletal system. To finish, we will explore the muscular and digestive systems of humans.
After half term, we will be focusing on working scientifically and carrying out a range of investigations, both in groups and independently. 
english
Our focus book for the first half of the Autumn term is ‘The Astounding Broccoli Boy’ by Frank Cottrell Boyce. It is a book about the adventure of Rory Rooney who inexplicably turns bright green while on a year 7 trip. We will be completing a variety of different writing genres to complement our class book, as well as developing our sentence, punctuation, grammar and spelling skills. 
After half term, our focus book will be ‘The Boy with the Bronze Axe’ as well as many different non-fiction books.  
MATHEMATICS
During the autumn term in maths, we will be covering a variety of different topics alongside ensuring all key skills from the previous year during lock down are taught and embedded. We will be starting with learning about place value and then moving onto written methods for addition, subtraction, multiplication and division.  

By the end of year 4, all children are expected to know all their multiplication and division facts to 12 x 12. It is vital that your child practises these at home, as well as in school. Please continue to support them at home with learning their tables; this will not only help them to achieve ‘Rock Star Status’ on Times Tables Rock Stars but will also allow them to access many areas of the maths curriculum. 
Times Tables Rock Stars is a great resource that can be accessed both at home and at school. 
Purple Mash is also a fantastic resource to use at home to help your child’s learning.
The log-ons for these should be in your child’s reading diary – if they are not, please ask us and we will provide them. 
RE
In RE, during the autumn term, we will be focusing on Christianity. We will be exploring biblical parables such as, The Good Samaritan and The Prodigal Son. We will also be learning about how Christians live their lives as disciples.
PSHE 

Children will be focusing on Health and Wellbeing and the importance of dental care. We will explore how a healthy lifestyle impacts on both the mind and the body. We will also be looking closely at Mary Seacole, a British nurse.
